
Photo Requirements for Photography Portfolio

The following list outlines what images will need to be turned in for your final portfolio (part of your final exam).  All images must be new and must follow a theme.  Please make sure to read CAREFULLY! All images need to be printed out in color (unless they are b/w images) on photo paper.  Presentation is a large part of the portfolio grade so make sure the images are high quality.  Images should be no smaller than 4x6 or true digital prints. Each portfolio should be presented in a creative way (gluing to paper will not work or putting in a photo album/scrap book). From the following categories you need to choose a minimum of 4 categories to use as guidelines in your portfolio.

 (EXAMPLE: my theme would be apples. So I could have several pictures of apples showing color, contrast, movement, pattern etc. I could have photos of apple trees for landscape and detail. For a portrait category I could have someone juggling or eating apples) For action I could show an apple being cut, for photojournalism I could have a photo essay on how to make an apple pie or I could have a rotten core)
1-Elements & Principles: Create an image that illustrates an element & principle.  When the viewer looks at the image they should clearly understand what element & principle you used. 
2-Landscape: You must create a dynamic landscape image.  Think about all the qualities of a good landscape.  What type of images are you most attracted to.  Also make sure that 85% of the image is of “land” or “nature” or it will not be a landscape image. 
3-Portraits: preferably not CANDID
4-Motion: Photograph something in motion.  The image could be taken using a freeze or panning setting… NO BLUR
5-Architecture: Photograph an architectural element or building.  This could be a photograph or part of a structure or the entire structure. 1 image
6- Photojournalism- a mini photo essay or single image can be used for this unit.
7- Still life
