
       Proportions of the Face
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Steps-
1-Draw the oval for the face, but pay attention to the shape of your jaw line and chin which will be different from the way you draw the top part of the oval.
2-Draw a line in the center of that oval.
3-Draw the eyes so that you could fit one imaginary eye in between the two eye shapes that you drew as well as one on either side. (Should be able to fit 5 eyes across if drawn the correct size.
4-Draw a line half way between your eyes line and the bottom of your original oval and draw your nose so that the bottom of it stops on that line.
5-Draw a line half way between the line you drew your nose on and the bottom of your oval.  Draw your mouth on that line so that the bottom lip is below the line and the top lip is above it. Draw two lines down from your pupils to discern where the edges of your lips should stop.
6-Draw your ears so that they extend slightly over the eye line and stop at the bottom of the nose line.
Planes of the Face
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Steps-
1-Draw your face as you have been instructed previously first.
2-Then using diagram 2, grid out the face so that you have drawn distinct shapes. Do this as lightly as you possibly can with your pencil.
3-Work to shade using the Values of the Face diagrams below in order to blend in the edges of the planes so that you no longer see lines, but subtle changes in values of the face.
